FROM THE PRINCIPALôS DESK 

 

We are growing 
At this stage we currently have 228 
students enrolled for Year 7 in 2010. This 
will bring our overall enrolment to around 
965. Many of you will have noticed that we 
have already begun to build infrastructure in 
the form of a new locker bay which is being 
constructed on the site of the old bike shed. 
A new bike shed will be built on the end of 
the new locker bay. I estimate that we will 
require between 5 and 6 additional 
classrooms to accommodate our increased 
enrolment. We will also be advertising for 
additional staff over the next few weeks and 
into the beginning of Term 4.   
 

Federal school pride grants 
Greensborough College did receive 
$200,000 under the Federal Government 
stimulus package. This money will be spent 
on completing the Performing Arts upgrade 
which includes an upgrade of our lighting 
and sound systems and the purchase of 
portable staging. This will greatly reduce 
the workload involved in setting up for the 
school musical and other performances. In 
addition we will be installing lighting on the 
Tennis Courts to allow our tennis program 
to expand and also installing air 
conditioning in classrooms that currently do 
not have a cooling system.  
 

Presentation Ball 
Last Friday night, my wife and I were very 
pleased to attend the Presentation Ball with 
Glenn Martin and his wife Leona. I have to 
say I enjoyed the night and was very 
pleased with the way our students 
presented themselves and behaved on the 
night. Our thanks go to Felicity Williams for 
her outstanding work and time committed to 
make this event a huge success.  
 

Snow Ski Camp 
We have just completed our round of ski 
camps to Mount Buller and I am able to 
report that apart from atrocious weather 
conditions on the Friday of the last camp 
the ski camps went without a hitch and with 



no injuries. We now have a bank of 
extremely experienced and competent staff 
that can run these camps. I have been 
involved in this program for the last 8 years 
at Greensborough and we are now 
approaching a time when we will be 
considering entering some of our students 
in the interschool ski championships at 
Mount Buller. 
 

Saturday Detentions 
Some of you will have noted that we have 
been running Saturday morning detentions 
every second Saturday throughout Term 3. 
We have now completed the third Saturday 
morning detention class. This has definitely 
reduced the number of suspensions as it 
gives us an alternative penalty for serious 
discipline breaches. Parents have in 
general supported the concept and the 
attendance rate has been very good. 
Students who have been on Saturday 
detention have contributed to the College 
by gardening, lawn mowing, weeding and 
turf sprigging, washing school buses, 
painting scenery and picking up litter. The 
concept is worth keeping in my opinion as it 
gives us another option to suspension and 
can be more of a deterrent in some cases. 
 

Subject Selections 
Students in Years 8 to 11 have completed 
their first round of course counselling and 
subject selection. Nick Licciardi our 
Timetabler is well advanced on construction 
of the grids for 2010 and once they are 
done we will be able to finalise our staffing 
needs and advertise the jobs. If we have 
been able to substantially offer a student 
their choice they will be asked to have their 
parents sign off on the course selected. 
Some students will have to be re- 
counselled if we are unable to offer them 
some subjects or if their combination of 
choices is not possible. Please feel free to 
contact your childôs Year Level Coordinator 
if you have any queries or if you wish to 
have a course counselling meeting with one 
of our staff. 
 

School Production 
The school production of Thoroughly 
Modern Millie will be staged in the last and 
second last week of this term. Much work 
has gone into this yearôs production and our 
thanks go to the production team which 
includes Eric Daigle, Jennifer Taylor, Roz 

Manly and special thanks to Carole Dunn 
who once again has been a life saver and 
driving force behind the scenes. We 
encourage all members of the College 
community to come and support this 
college venture.

Jobs outside the home   
 

¶ Be sure your 

adolescentôs job 

schedule allows 

enough time at 

home and enough time for schoolwork 

and other obligations.

¶ Allow your children to learn their own 

lessons about responsibility. Avoid 

trying to rescue them from their own 

mistakes (e.g. by giving them rides to

skills. Show them

budget and help 

them set up a 

savings plan and prioritise their 

spending     

¶ Ask questions about 

how their work is 

going, how theyôre 

getting along with their 

co-workers and 

whether they feel good 

about the work they 

do. Having someone to talk to about the 

day-to-day events of the workplace 

helps young people put these 

encounters in the proper context and 

make the most of what they learn from 

their work experience.
