S404-2009 Sun Protection Alert 

With UV levels across Victoria rising above ó3ô 
for most of the day, the Department of 
Education and Early Childhood Development ï 
Victoria has issued the following alert for all 
schools: 

× SunSmart has issued a message that with 
higher UV levels from September onwards 
it is important to use a combination of sun-
protection measures to minimise the risk 
of skin and eye damage, and skin cancer. 

× When outdoors, staff and students should 
wear appropriate clothing that covers as 
much skin as possible; a wide-brimmed 
hat to protect the head, face, neck and 
ears; apply SPF 30+ broad spectrum 
sunscreen; and use shade whenever 
possible. 

× If practical, wrap-around sunglasses 
(marked AS1067) should also be worn. 

× Check the SunSmart UV Alert in the 
weather section of the daily newspaper  
or visit www.sunsmart.com.au/ and click 
on óTodayôs UV levelsô to find out when 
UV levels will be ó3ô and above, and the 
times of day that sun protection is needed.  

× From 1st September 2009 to 30th April 
2010, particular care should be taken 
between 10am ï 2pm (11am ï 3pm 
daylight saving time) as this is when UV 
levels are most intense during the day. 

× When UV levels are higher, most people 
should be able to maintain their vitamin D 
levels with a few minutes of sun exposure 
before 10am or after 3pm on most days of 
the week.  

× Students with naturally very dark skin 
need 3ï6 times this exposure level. It may 
not be necessary for them to apply 
sunscreen; however, this is a decision for 
their parents to make.  

× Information about UV levels across 
Victoria can be found at the SunSmart UV 
Alert in the weather section of daily 
newspapers or at www.sunsmart.com.au/
