Scooters and Skateboards 

Parents and students are reminded that scooters 
and skateboards are not permitted at the College.

Inappropriate Wallpaper on Mobile Phones 
Some students have stored inappropriate photos as 
wallpaper for their mobile phones.  If any student is 
found to have something of this nature on their 
phone the phone will be confiscated and it will 
require a parent to come to the school to collect it.  
We ask that students use common sense and delete 
anything that may be considered inappropriate.  If a 
student is unsure, they should ask either the 
Coordinators or the Assistant Principals for their 
opinion. 
 

Parents Picking Up Students Early 
Would parents please ensure that if they pick up 
their child from school early, that they go to the 
General Office and get an early leavers pass for the 
student.  Similarly, if students have arranged for 
their parents to pick them up they must go through 
the General Office.  Some students, especially in 
Year 11 have been getting their parents to pick them 
up near the lockers and are not going through the 
General Office first.  This creates a lot of time being 
wasted as the Coordinators chase up students who 
are absent towards the end of the day without an 
official pass.
